changes, to make it an even better radio!

The LCD display has been changed to improve
it's visibility - there were odd complaints about it
being difficult to read if the radio was mounted
above your head (a common problem with LCD
displays).

The new display is very
unusual (in fact | think a
first for CB) in that the dig-
its are now WHITE against
a darker background in-
stead of black against a
lighter background (see picture). This certainly
seems to improve the viewing angle available.

The other improvement is the removal of the
“band” switch from the rear of the radio. Previously
if you went to another country and needed to
change the operating band(s) of the radio you
needed to remove the radio and get at the back of
itt Now this can be changed from the front - much
easier!

And the best thing is, there’s no price increase!!

PMR446 with Mag Mount

ust arrived we have a brand new PMR446

handheld radio - which is very unusual in
having an external mag mount antenna
rather than a built-in rubber duck.

The “Albrecht Tectalk Mag” , has all
the features you would expect, but with
the added bonus of an external
antenna - a big plus when us-
ing the radio inside a vehicle.
This will overcome the
problems we have had with
other handhelds where the
signal is shielded by the vehicle
body.

The radio is very compact, yet
has all the features you are likely to want,
including: full CTCSS, scanning, variable VOX,
call tones, backlit LCD display, etc.

The antenna is fitted with about 3m of very thin
coax (ideal to trap in the door), and the antenna is
only 20cm long.

There is a single 3.5mm jack socket on the side
to allow you to connect external mics, headsets,
etc. Since this is not the standard “2 pin socket”,
you may require an adapter to use some
accessories with it.

The radio is powered by 4 x AAA batteries. You
can use rechargeable batteries, but would need to
remove them from the radio to charge them.

he introduction of “multi-standard” radios into the UK has meant that more manufacturers are prepared
to make radios which work on the UK channels. Previously with such a limited market as the UK (with
our unique frequency band) it has been uneconomic for manufacturers to introduce any new UK models.

This month we are pleased to report on two new radios from a very well known manufacturer -
PRESIDENT. They have been making CB’s for more years than | care to remember, however for many
years now they have been absent from the UK market. These radios are made by Uniden - a name long
associated with quality CB'’s.

Both these new radios are “multi-standard ", and so are legal to use in most EU countries. You simply
select what country you are using the radio in, and the frequencies and modes will then be set automatically
to what are legal in your country! And once set, these settings remain the same every time you turn the
radio on - so they are no more difficult to use than any standard 80 channel UK CB. The selection is done
with a single slide switch on the front of the radio - much easier than on other radios which either need you
to press 2 (or 3) buttons at the same time or reach around the back of the radio.

They have also made it very easy to switch bands (ie between UK and EU channels) - it's just a 2 position
slide switch! No messing about pressing buttons and trying to see the small EU/UK figures on the display to
make sure you're on the correct band! Plus, unlike most other radios, the channel number stays the same
when you switch bands - ie if you are on chl19 and you change bands, you will still be on ch19 on the other
band. | sometimes find it annoying on other radios (eg Midlands) when you change bands and then are on a
completely different channel number!

Both the radios “feel” better quality than most others currently available. The switches have a more
positive feel to them and the overall finish just seems better. The radios are more expensive than other
equivalent models - but at least this is reflected in how they look and feel.

Channel change on both radios is via a rotary channel change - which gives a bleep every time you
change channel! The Walker also comes with a channel-change microphone as standard.

One of the biggest advantages of these radios over most others currently available is that they don't go
back to ch.9 when you turn them off!! Even after being switched off for several days, we found the radios
still came back on the channel we left them on!

On test we found both radios to work well. The audio quality on both Receive and Transmit were good and
everything was up to the published specifications. Overall | can say both radios worked well - however
despite it being a smaller and more basic radio | think the Harry is the better all round radio.

The green LED display is easy to see - much
better than the LCD display on most new radios.
And although the signal meter is very limited (only 4
led’s) itis easy to see and serves it's purpose.

The compact electret mic does not have channel
change controls - however the radio is capable of
using a channel change mic as an optional extra.

Quite unusual is the fact that the radio has a
ch.19 control rather than the usual ch.9 - a much
more useful feature!

This radio also seems to have a large internal
speaker for such a small radio - this certainly
improves the quality of the audio compared to
similar sized radios.

In contrast this radio has a red LED display -
possibly not quite as bright as the Harry, but still
very easy to see. The signal meter is a traditional
analogue meter - usually a popular choice.

The controls include: mic-gain, RF-gain, ch.9/19,
ANL/NB and PA. There are sockets on the rear for
extension speaker and external s-meter.

All the controls are a good size and have a nice
feel to them.

In addition to the normal squelch control you can
select ASQ (automatic squelch control). | found this
to work OK on strong signals but caused a lot of the
weaker signals to be lost. It really does not compare
to the ESP Noise Killer on the Midlands.

PMR446 - licence free short range radio

The radios work on the UHF band (446MHz), and because of this require
much smaller antennas than CB’s. This is obviously a very big advantage for
handheld use, making the radios very compact - often not much bigger than a

mobile phone.

In theory all PMR446 radios should give a similar range since they are lim-
ited to 0.5W output, however in practice we have found a big difference in dif-
ferent makes. Those manufacturers who specialise in radio communications -
such as Cobra & Midland - have produced radios which far outperform the
cheap versions made by such manufacturers as Binatone & Goodmans.

any of you will be familiar with PMR446 radios, but | thought | would just mention
them in this issue for those of you who don't, and to remind others of some of
their varied uses.

PMR446 was introduced a few years ago as a simple licence free radio system that
anyone could buy and use. Because of this, the power was very limited (0.5W) and
radios were limited to handheld use only (no external antennas allowed) to help prevent
users interfering with each other. However recently we have seen “desktop” versions
introduced (mains powered but must still use built-in antenna) and now a handheld with a
“remote” antenna!

There are only 8 channels (frequencies) - however modern technology allows users to
“share” channels without actually hearing others on that channel by the use of “CTCSS".
There are 38 CTCSS tones available (some call them “sub-channels”) - so effectively

you get 8 x 38 = 304 “channels”.

In addition we find that many of the “cheaper” brands

Battery
or
Mains

do not have standard accessory sockets on them - they
will either not accept accessories or they have to be their own.

We stock a wide variety of accessories - microphones, earpieces, headsets etc.
Generally all these are a “standard” fitting and most are compatible with all the radios
we stock. The Cobra, Alan and Midland radios nearly all have a “standard” socket on
them to allow you to use these various accessories.

Over the past few years the prices have dropped dramatically - we now have Cobra
radios for less than £30 for a pair, and complete kits of 2 radios, batteries and charger
for less than £40.

Typically we find the range to be about 2-4 miles out in the open, however this drops
dramatically in a built-up area or where line-of-sight is not available.

Uses include: keeping the family in touch (eg in theme parks or shopping centres),
contact between 2 vehicles (if travelling together), security, various hobbies, and
motorbike intercoms (see headset details elsewhere in this newsletter).
