   In general there have been very few changes in 
the new list - over 95% of the prices remain 
unchanged . Unfortunately there have been some 
price increases, especially on some items that have 
remained the same price for many years. For 
example some of the coax plugs and connectors 
have seen big increases - but I am sure we remain 
as competitive as ever.  
   We have left the format (and the order) the same 
as past lists, which will hopefully make it easier for 
you to find things.

   We are told that the Midland will be back in March 
(although based on past predictions from Midland, 
this may be March 2008!) and we are unlikely to see 
the Maycom until Summer (or possibly not at all?).

   We have them ordered from all  manufacturers, so 
as soon as any are available we will have them!

�  e are hearing an increasing number stories of 
people who have been “ripped off” by 

unscrupulous sellers on Ebay.  
    Most common are the people who have bought a 
CB off Ebay, only to find that it is an old AM radio 
which is not only of no use in the UK, but could also 
land the buyer with a fine of up to £5000 for having 
it in their possession! 
    We also get a number of customers calling into 
the shop to have equipment tested that they have 
bought, only to find that it is faulty. 
    Although Ebay can be a useful source for all 
kinds of things, and the majority of sellers are 
honest, there seems to be an ever growing number 
of dodgy sellers on there. 
    Unfortunately it is the new & inexperienced user 
who gets caught, and not only is it a waste of their 
money, but also they may be put off CB altogether 
by the experience. 

    Since Christmas we have been sending some of 
our deliveries with Inter Link rather than City Link. 
    If you have received a delivery by carrier from us 
over the past few months, we would be interested to 
hear how efficient they were and any problems you 
experienced.  Unfortunately the performance & reli-
ability of the carriers does seem to vary from one 
area to the next. We will be deciding in the next 
month or so which carrier to use, so your comments 
will be most helpful. 
    It is important to bear in mind when ordering any 
larger or more expensive item, there must be some-
one at the delivery address to sign for it - otherwise 
the parcel will be returned to the depot resulting in a 
delay and also sometimes additional charges! 
    We are pleased to send deliveries to an alternative 
address (eg work) so long as we are told at the time 
of ordering. 

�  ecause our customers are now spread over 
such a large area, and the increasing cost of 

travel, it is unlikely we will have another of our out-
door clearance sales. 
    As an alternative, to clear all the old/faulty/
damaged stock which we usually sell at that time, 
we will try to get it sorted and listed on Ebay.
